
Bachelor of Arts Degree Requirements

32 Academic Courses or Equivalent: A full course (FC) is 4 credits. A half course (HC) is 2 credits. 30 of the 32 
full courses must be academic credits. Courses can count toward multiple requirements based on the attributes 
they carry. 

Co-Curricular Courses do not carry academic credit. Examples include Athletics, ExCo, and Learning Across the 
Disciplines (LEAD). 8 co-curricular credits (CC) may count toward the 32-course requirement. 

2 full ARHU courses 
from two different 
departments are required. 
Conservatory courses 
may count toward this 
requirement.

2 full SSCI courses 
from two different 
departments are 
required.

2 full NSMA courses from 
two different departments 
are required.

Once a major is declared, 
2 additional full courses 
outside the division of 
the major are required.

Majors average from 9 to 11 courses. Some 
majors include non-course requirements.
